                  Studio Policy 2007 – 2008
These are Atelier's general instructions and policy.  Please keep for reference.

1.   ATTIRE: NO EXCEPTIONS

Girls - Students are required to wear black leotard (plain)
No attached skirts, pink or toast tights, pink ballet shoes with elastics, and black low-heeled tap shoes. Pre school students do not have to wear tights however, they do need thin socks.  Student’s names MUST be in their shoes. Oxford tap shoes will be worn only at the discretion of the instructor.  Hair will be pulled neatly back away from the face, preferably in a bun or pony tail.  Long hair must be in a bun for ballet class.

Ms. Sandra is not responsible for shoes left at studio. 

Boys - Students are required to wear black dance pants with white or black tee shirt.  Shoes will be at the discretion of the instructor..

2.   Attendance:  Good attendance is absolutely essential for effective learning.  However, to avoid infecting other dancers, sick children should not be brought to class.  If a student will be absent for more than one week, please notify the instructor.  Promptness is also essential.  Tardiness detracts from learning time and disrupts classmates.
